1) INTRO

It is important that people get familiar with the map and how to orientate on it!

A) Show the map! Talk about it (the legend, villages, present the railway, Kibera Drive, etc)! 

B) Make a mark where you live! (Very important!)  - MAKE A MARK (BLACK)

QUESTIONS:

A) What do you think about the map?

B) Is it representative?

C) Is anything missing or miss labeled (water point, toilet, garden) – MAKE A MARK (GREEN)?

2) WHICH WATSAN facilities 

Start with where people live!

QUESTIONS:

A) Where do your collect water? Why? (Very important!) How long does it take you to get water? Do you have to pay for water and if so how much? – DRAW A LINE FROM WHERE THEY LIVE (BLACK) and write down other info.

B) Where do you use the toilet? Why? (Very important!) Do you have to pay to use the toilet and if so how much? – DRAW A LINE FROM WHERE THEY LIVE (BLACK) and write down other info.

C) Where do you dump trash? Why? (Very important!) – DRAW A LINE FROM WHERE THEY LIVE (BLACK) 

D) Do you believe these facilities are adequate and sanitary? 

E) Which water points, toilets (& waste disposal?) would you say are the best and why? – MAKE A MARK (BLUE OR GREEN)

F) Which water points and toilets (& waste disposal?) would you say are the worst and why? – MAKE A MARK (WRITE IN RED)

G) Are there many people who use public spaces for toilets? Where are these places? Why do you think they use public spaces? – MAKE A MARK (WRITE IN RED) 

3) THINGS TO IMPROVE (BLUE)

A) What would you say are the largest and most direct challenges to providing quality water and sanitation?

B) What do you believe is the biggest need regarding water, waste disposal, sanitation in Kibera? 

C) What are your biggest problems concerning water? Sanitation? Waste disposal? 

D) What kind of water, waste disposal, and sanitation facilities are unavailable in Kibera? 

E) What would you want the Government and other decision makers to know about water, waste disposal, and sanitation in Kibera?

F) This map is open and free. What do you think about it? In what ways can you envision using this map to improve water, waste disposal, and sanitation in Kibera?
