Map Kibera GPS Borrowing Agreement

Map Kibera has several GPS units in Kenya, primaily for use in its projects. Not all GPS units are consistenly in use by the group, and so are available for borrowing by the wider OpenStreetMap community to use for mapping. These units are available for loan to build ties between Kibera and the Nairobi tech and social communities, and improve the OSM map of Kenya.

The primary purpose to borrow the units is contribution to OpenStreetMap. Uses for other projects are allowed, but it is required at the same time to contribute GPS traces and data to OSM.

By signing this agreement, you agree to the following when borrowing units.

* Actively contribute to OpenStreetMap during the loan period. The OSM user id on file will be monitored. 

* The maximum single borrowing period is two weeks

.

* Renewals must be made in person with the GPS loan coordinator. You must bring the GPS with you. They can be reached by email at gpsloan@mapkibera.org. Only in very exceptional circumstances, and by prior agreement, can renewals be made remotely.

* If the GPS is required by Map Kibera, or another borrower, the unit must be return within one week after notification.

* You are responsible for all loss, theft, or damage to eqiupment. The device, batteries, SD card, and USB cable cost approximately $200.

* If you fail to follow any of the requirements of these agreement, borrowing priveleges

 can be suspended.
