1. Open http://kibera.maps.jsintl.org/user/new in the web browser.

2. Fill in the form. The passphrase is maptheworld. Write down your login and password.

3. Open http://kibera.maps.jsintl.org/login in the web browser and login.

4. Select User diaries at the top. Then select New Diary Entry

5. Fill in the Subject and Body and Save

GPS Data

Download the tracks and waypoints from your GPS 

Tracks

1. Connect GPS to computer using USB cable.

2. Set GPS to USB Mass Storage mode:

· Press [x] button until reaching Setup Menu

· Select Setup (using the button on the front)

· Select Interface

· Select USB Mass Storage

3. If you haven't already, create a Folder on the Desktop, and rename to your name.

4. Copy the track log with today's date from the GPS to your folder.

5. Open the web browser, and upload the track log file to your account on http://kibera.maps.jsintl.org/traces/mine

· Browse to your Folder on the Desktop, and select today's track log.

· Write a brief Description

· Click Upload

Waypoints

On Ubuntu

1. Set the GPS to normal mode by briefly pressing the Power button

2. Click waypoints.sh

3. Move waypoints.gpx to your Folder, and rename to today's date. For example, 20091110.points.gpx

On Windows

1. Set the GPS to normal mode by briefly pressing the Power button 

2. Open the gpsbabel folder, and run GPSBabelGUI

3.  Enter these settings:

  Input:   

  Format    Garmin serial

  (device)   usb

 Output:
 format     GPXXML  

  (device)

4. Name the output filename to today's date, in your Folder. For example, 20091110.points.gpx

5. Click let's go
Walking Papers
Scan

1. Turn on scanner and place Walking Paper face down on the scanner

2. Click the Start menu, point to All Programs, click Accessories, and then click Scanner and Camera Wizard.

3. When the Scanner and Camera Wizard begins, click Next.

4. In the Choose Scanning Preference window, choose Color Picture for the Picture type, and then click Next.

5. In the Picture Name and Destination window, set the name of the image to today's date (20091110..jpg for example), select  JPG for the file format you would like to save the image as, and save the image to the Desktop named with your name. Click Next.

6. Your scan begins. In the Picture progress area, a bar indicates the progress of the scan. When the scan is 100% complete, click Next.

7. In the Other Options window, select what you would like to do with your scanned image. By default, the Nothing. I'm finished working with these pictures option is selected. Click Next.

8. Connect your GPS to the computer in USB Mass Storage mode. Copy the scanned image to your GPS, in a Folder called WalkingPapers

Upload

1. Connect your GPS to the computer in USB Mass Storage mode.

2. 

Open the web browser and load http://walking-papers.org/upload.php

3. Browse to your file, and Send

4. Wait while the Walking Paper is processed.

5. Once at the Scanned Map page, copy the internet address.

6. In JOSM, select the Walking Papers menu, paste the internet address, and submit. (See below for details on JOSM)

Editing
Load Data

1. Start JOSM from the desktop. Double-click either josm.sh (on Linux) or josm.bat (on Windows)

2. 

Select the File menu, then Open..., and browse, select, and click OK for your track file. Also do the same with your waypoints file.

3. Change the color of the both the track and waypoints layers by right-clicking on each in the Layers panel, and select Customize Color. Choose a color.

4. Load your Walking Paper, by selecting the Walking Papers menu, paste the internet address, and submit

. 

5. Select the File menu, then Download from OSM..., and click Download.
Edit

6. Select the Draw tool, in the left side panel.

7. Click on the point you want to edit.

8. In the Presets menu, select the type of thing you are editing. For example, Man Made → Health → Doctors.

9. If no preset exists for this object, then ask for help.

10. Continue with other points.

Save Data

11. When finished, upload your edits. Select the File menu, and Upload Data. Review the changes, write a comment, and click Upload Changes.
12. Write a diary entry on your account to explain what you have done today.   On the website http://kibera.maps.jsintl.org/diary, select New Diary Entry, fill in the Subject and the Body and click Save

13.

You can remove the existing waypoints from the GPS receiver if you like. From the Main Menu, select Find, and then Waypoints. Then hit the Menu button (lowest button on the left side), and select Delete... This will let you delete all waypoints or waypoints of any given icon of your choosing.
